Inspector Gadje was formed in San Francisco through a 2010 collaboration of local musicians with Voice of Roma, an international non-profit organization that supports Romani cultural causes world-wide. The band’s name is a wink to the 1980’s cartoon show “Inspector Gadget,” and also to the band's “gadje” (non-Romani) identity and their efforts to fight “Gypsy” stereotypes. 

Ismail Lumanovski performs internationally and leads the New York Gypsy All-Stars. Among the first Romani clarinet players to graduate from the Juilliard School of Music in New York, he has earned international acclaim as a soloist in both Western Classical and traditional Eastern European folk forms, performing with groups ranging from the Deutsche Kammerphilharmonie and the New Juilliard Ensemble (under Pierre Boulez), to the Berklee Middle Eastern Fusion Ensemble, Al Di Meola, and Husnu Senlendirici. 

Lumanovski and Inspector Gadje began collaborating in 2015 to create full Balkan Brass arrangements featuring virtuosic clarinet. This first album consists of material recorded live at Kafana Balkan, a regular San Francisco event organized by Serbian DJ and promoter Željko Petković, featuring live music, bellydance, and traditional Balkan food and drink, and dubbed “Best Crazed Gypsy Brass Band Dance Party in SF” by SF Weekly.
