We book the full band when possible.  We do not entertain offers to reduce the # of players and the price; the group is a large band, our best representation is with the full band.  In the interests of maintaining our good public reputation, our sound, and group cohesion and morale we advocate for the full band (which is 10-15 people).  If the full band cannot make it but a representative subset can, this smaller band may take the gig and we may charge less accordingly.
The opportunity to perform can also be an opportunity to bring awareness and education to our audiences.  We considered this for instance in a booking request to perform at an event that may have negatively misrepresented Romani people.  The band decided to play the gig (which ultimately didn’t come through) and do some Romani outreach to the attendees, and to also require a portion of our payment be donated by the event organizers directly to Voice of Roma.  In this manner we’d not only engage the attendees, but make a new connection for the organizers to an organization we felt represented our stance on the issues.  The organizers may have even chosen to celebrate this to their members.  A win-win for all.  

Our rates below are for 2x45 minute sets.  More than that, or extra travel and special requests might affect pricing.

These rates are competitive with other area bands of similar size and talent.  We ask these rates to cover our time, hard-work, professionalism, and talent, both at the event, and preparing for it.  These are fair market rates that compensate the musicians and are respectful to our colleagues in other groups. 
Full Band Rates

Private events:

$3,000-$1,500 for 10+ band members; $2,000 is our “discount” rate.  For 9 people our minimum is $1800.  Meals and travel may also be considered in the booking, especially for far-away/and or long-duration events.  

Clubs:

We ask for an $800 minimum guarantee and aim for at least $75/musician; $50/musician is minimum.  We may make exceptions and play for less money if the gig looks really awesome to the band and provides some value to offset the money (i.e. great exposure, etc.).  We try and book smaller paying/exposure gigs closer to the date of performance, so that we keep our calendars open for more lucrative/fun/etc. opportunities that may arise.

Corporate gigs:

$4,000.  Meals and travel may also be considered in the booking, especially for far-away/and or long-duration events.  

Benefits:

We have played these for free depending on the cause and the venue (such as the Subterranean Arthouse, Ferment Change, Voice of Roma).  Playing a benefit though does not have to preclude our getting paid.  If we are playing at a commercial venue and there are resources available, we may look for some compensation.  Meals and travel may also be considered in the booking, especially for far-away/and or long-duration events.
